Lesson 7: Review "Denominations" (lesson #6)






I. 1 Peter 2:9-10: Either In The Dark Or In The Light 
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A. Every person is either in the darkness or in the light! There is no "in between"! 

B. To be in darkness means to be excluded from God, therefore unforgiven!

C. Therefore, to be in the dark means to be lost, that is, unsaved! 

II. Isaiah 59:1-2: The Wall Of Sin
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A. Our sin separates us from God!

B. In order for us to have a relationship with God, the wall of sin must be broken

    down! 

C. When the wall of sin is torn down, then the person is in the light, or saved!
III. Romans 3:9-10, 23: Everybody's Guilty
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A. All have sinned!  

B. Regardless of the amount of sin, we are all guilty! There is no one

    righteous, not even one!

VI. What Is Sin?

A. Breaking God's commandments is sin! (1 John 3:4)

B. Neglecting the opportunity to do what is right is sin! (James 4:17)

C. Doing what God has deemed immoral is sin! (1 Cor. 6:9-11; Gal. 5:19-21) 

D. Doing things without a clear conscience is sin! (Rom. 14:23)!

V.  Psalm 5:4-5: God Hates Sin 

A. God takes no pleasure in wickedness!

B. Those in sin cannot dwell with God! 

C. God hates wrong-doing!

VI. Romans 6:23; Revelation 21:6-8: The Penalty Of Sin
A. Sin results in spiritual death! Only through Christ can we obtain eternal life!

Death means separation. Physical death [the first death] results in the separation of the body and spirit (James 2:26), while spiritual death [the second death] results in separation from God! 

B. Those who die outside of Christ will die the second death; this is Bad News!

C. Christ will give living waters to those who thirst for Him: this is Great News!

VII. 1 Peter 2:24; John 3:14-16: Christ Suffered Because Of Our Sins
A. Christ bore all our sins

B. By Christ's wounds, we are healed!

C. The OT speaks of the suffering Messiah in Isaiah 53:4-6!

D.  By believing in Christ, we will be saved! This is The Gospel, the Good News!

Remember from "The Word Of God" study how  belief in Christ is manifested by holding to His teaching (John 8:31-32). See also Matthew 7:21 and James 1:21-22.
