Lesson 2: Review "The Love of God" (lesson #1)






I. 2 Timothy 3:16-17: The Word of God Guides In Truth 

A. All Scripture is from God, that is, God-breathed--spoken by God! 

B. It is useful for teaching, correcting, rebuking (i.e., to verbally knock down), 
and training in what is right in God's sight: It teaches us how to live!

C. The Scriptures equip the man of God to do the good works  required of him! 


Like vs. 16 says: it is our training (or equipping) manual, teaching us God's 


way! 

II. Hebrews 4:12-13: The Word of God Is Relevant
A. The Word of God is alive and active! It is not a dead Word! It is relevant to

      today as well as back then!

B. Unlike a double-edged sword that merely cuts the flesh, the Word of God cuts

     into our very soul! It hurts because it tells us the truth! It convicts us of sin!

C. The Word is able to judge the thoughts and attitudes of our hearts!
D. You can't run from God! He sees all!

III. John 8:31-34: True Disciples Obey the Word
A. Those who hold to Christ's teachings are really His disciples (see Matt. 7:21)!  

B. Those who hold to Christ's teachings will know the truth (see John 17:17)
C. The truth will set His disciples free [from their sins--vs. 34]. See James 1:21.
IV. John 12:47-48: The Word of God Will Judge The Disobedient
A. The Word of Christ will judge those who receive not Christ and His Words!

V.  1 Timothy 4:16: The Word of God Must Be Put Into Practice 

A. We must pay close attention to how we live and what we teach. In other words, 

     "Practice what you preach!" 

B. If we practice what we preach, we will save ourselves, and those who hear us!

C. Therefore, what we teach and how we live are equally important to God!

     Keep in mind what Christ said in Matthew 7:21!

VI. Acts 17:10-11: The Word of God Confirms Spiritual Truths
A. God commends those who eagerly welcome spiritual truths! 

B. God also commends those who confirm these truths with the Scriptures, which 

is His Word (2 Tim. 3:16)!  Christianity is a "thinking" religion! Receive truth 

with joy, but make sure the truth is being taught! Examine what religious leaders 

say with the Word!

VII. 2 Peter 1:19-21: The Word of God Is Certain
A. We can pay attention to the Word; therefore, it is both understandable

     and clear in its commandments!

B. The Word is not subject to personal interpretation.

C. Men spoke exactly from God, not from within themselves!

D. Therefore, we should never add to nor subtract from the Word by assuming or

     interpreting God's Word to meet our desires. We must plainly do what is

     commanded of us (Deut. 4:2; James 1:21)!

VIII. Matthew 15:1-14: Man-made Traditions vs. The Word of God

A. The disciples of Christ did not conform to man-made religious doctrines

B. In verses 4-5, Jesus taught that no man has the right to change what God has

    ordained: "Honor your father and mother" meant honor your father and mother.

    Men ought to take God's commands literally. Remember, we must pay attention 


to the Word (2 Peter 1:19) and do what it says (James 1:21).

C. In verse 7, we see Jesus using Scripture (Isaiah)  to rebuke (2 Timothy 3:16) 


these false teachers of the Law!

D. Those who nullify God's Word for the sake of religious traditions are labeled as 

     hypocrites by  Christ! For they do not God's will (Matthew 7:21)!

E. Men who teach man-made religious rules worship God in vain, that is,


uselessly! To God, it is all lip service.

F. In verse 13, Jesus taught that false plants (vain worshippers) will be uprooted!

G. According  to verse 14,  we are responsible for our own actions! If we allow

    ourselves to be led by blind guides, we too shall suffer the same consequences

    as them! Therefore, seek God's way (Matt 6:33) and test everything you hear 


with  Scripture (Acts 17:11)!

IX. Examples of False Teachings

A. 1 Timothy 4:1-5: Churches that forbid marriage!

B. 1 Timothy 4:1-5: Churches that teach abstinence from certain foods!

C. 2 Timothy 4:3-4: Churches that teach prefabricated and comfortable doctrines!
